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Handling requests for Producer Statements in
relation to Code Compliance Certificate requirement s

Definition

A Producer Statement in respect of completed construction may be a certificate from an
architect or engineer or from a specialist installer of a specific system. It could also be
confirmation from the supplier of a complete factory-built house that the building has been
constructed and erected in accordance with New Zealand Building Code requirements. The
Territorial Authority is not obliged to accept such Certificates, but will frequently do so.

Situation

An applicator asks you for advice regarding a request made to him, for a producer statement
in order for a homeowner to obtain a code compliance certificate.

Aim
To provide a producer Statement relevant to the time at which building consent was issued

Execution
(Extract from The Department of Building and Housings notes on the Building Act).

New building consent and inspection provisions from 31 March 2005 Transitional provisions for
consents and code compliance certificates (sections 432-439)...

“Building projects granted a building consent before 31 March 2005 will be completed under the
provisions of the Building Act 1991, with one important exception. Code compliance certificates
(CCCs) for these projects will be issued against the Building Code in place when the consent was
issued, not against the Building Code at the time the code compliance certificate is applied for”.

This is different from the 2004 Act's provisions, where work is measured against the building

code at the time of completion of the project. The intention of the Act is to make the
compliance system fairer.
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If your consent was issued prior to 31 March 2005, you can apply for a code compliance
certificate at any time; however, you should apply as soon as possible after completion of the
building work.

This means that code compliance certificates issued against buildings where the building
consent was granted before 31 March 2005 are issued against the 1991 building Act, not the
current Act. Often there is confusion on this point with some requesting that we issue
producer statements confirming that “old jobs” meet the current codes.

Co-ordination and Administration

1. Establish the date that the building consent was issued.

2. Fill in the form, attached, making particular note of installation date and the applicable
Building Act.
